TDEA ALL STATE DANCE TEAM 2010

Dear Director/Dance Educator:
We are honored to have the privilege of working with the 2010 All State Dance Team, a recognized group sponsored by the Texas Dance Educators’ Association.   The performance by this team of dancers from across the state of Texas is the highlight of the convention. When selecting an All State Representative to participate in this annual event, you will need to remember the following guidelines:
(A)  The director must be a member of TDEA.
(B)  The director must be in attendance of the convention.
(C)  The director and All State member must register by December 18.  (After this date a late charge will be    assessed.)

(D)  The director may choose ONE team member to represent his/her school as a member of the All State Dance Team.
(E)  Please plan for your representative to arrive by 8 a.m. on Thursday in time for the opening session, and to stay through noon on Saturday for the master classes and closing session.
SELECTION METHOD:
It is up to your discretion, the method you use for selecting your All State Dancer.  You may select your member, have the team vote, select your top officer, etc. Your ONE representative will need to exemplify the best qualities of a team member, leader and demonstrate proficiency in ballet, modern, and jazz technique.

AGENDA:
The student you select will be attending the TDEA convention with you, but will follow a different agenda. The All State members will be staying together in a block of rooms, and the All State Committee will be responsible for supervising your student while he/she is involved in the All State activities, classes, workshops, meals and rehearsals.
YOU ARE RESPONSIBLE FOR BED CHECK AND/OR ANY SUPERVISION YOU FEEL IS NECESSARY WHILE AT THE CONVENTION.  SHOUD YOUR STUDENT BECOME ILL/INJURED, IT IS YOUR RESPONSIBILITY, AS THE DIRECTOR, TO PURSUE TREATMENT IF NECESSARY.
ROOMMATE INFORMATION:
All State Option A provides rooms for Wednesday, Thursday and Friday evenings.
All State Option B provides rooms ONLY for Thursday and Friday evenings.
The rooms will be assigned according to Option selection first, and then according to the roommate requests from the representatives.
(A)    All State Option A provides rooms for Wed., Thurs., and Friday evenings and all of the meals beginning with Thursday’s Breakfast through Saturday’s Breakfast.
(B)    All State Option B provides rooms for only Thurs. and Friday evenings and all meals beginning with Thurs. LUNCH through Saturday’s Breakfast.
(C)   We will place members in rooms based on package requested.

Due to the hotel accommodations and quad occupancy room rates, if less than 3 male students are serving as All State reps, it may become necessary for an additional room charge to be added to the ASDT package expense. We apologize for this inconvenience, but in order to keep the cost of ASDT at a minimum, the packages are based on quad occupancy.
PERFORMANCE ATTIRE:
All State Dance Team representatives are required to bring the following items for the performance:

Black full length dance/jazz pants

Black jazz shoes

Black leotard

Black tights or black socks

Hair in a low pony tail


Toe paws or Foot Undeez
Each representative will be required to bring a picture with their director(s), puff paint and markers.  More details will be forthcoming once you are fully registered.
