If you do not receive 
this email check you SPAM box or quite possibly you did not register successfully. 
 I encourage you to reach out to the new educators in your area and to those who 
may not have attended in the past and invite them to convention. We offer a reduced con-
vention rate for college students, so if you have any former students who are looking to 
become dance educators, please let them know. Remember those dance professional who 
mentored you on your early years and return the favor! Also, we do offer an insightful 
administrators program, so ask your fine arts directors, supervisors, and campus princi-
pals to attend to learn more about what you do in the classroom. 
 I would like to take a moment to thank our executive board for all of their hard 
work and dedication to the success of the upcoming convention. Beginning Saturday after-
noon of last year’s convention, they have been giving much of their free time to TDEA.

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Another Successful Fine Arts Summit

I am pleased to report that the Texas Fine Arts Summit X, hosted by the Center for Educator Development 
in Fine Arts (CEDFA) and held in Austin on June 11-12, 2009 at the Airport Hilton Hotel, was the most 
highly attended Summit ever and another great success!  The theme of the 2009 Fine Arts Summit 
was Assessment in the Arts.  Beginning with the 2009 Summit, the four-year plan is to provide Summit 
participants with professional development training on assessment strategies in each of the four fine arts 

content areas, one strand of the Fine Arts Texas Essential Knowledge and Skills (TEKS) per year: 

Perception - 2009 

Historical/Cultural Heritage - 2010 

Response/Evaluation - 2011 

Creative Expression/Performance - 2012 

The Texas Fine Arts Summit X served as a tenth anniversary celebration of CEDFA and the Fine Arts 
Summit initiative.  The Summit also featured John Tanner, Director of the Center for Innovative Measures 
for the Council of Chief State School Officers (CCSSO) in Washington, D.C., as the keynote speaker for 
the Opening Session.  Mr. Tanner is considered one of the nation’s leading experts on assessment strate-
gies in education.  Sara Hickman, native Texan celebrity singer/songwriter and artist, was the keynote 
speaker and performer for the Closing Session of Summit X and absolutely “brought down the house.”  

Other features of the Summit were as follows: 

• special intensive Pre-Summit Sessions that provided participants with in-depth professional develop-
ment on two topics:  “Brain Research and the Arts,” presented by Resources for Learning, and 

“Evaluation and Inclusive Fine Arts,” presented by VSA arts. 

• an administrators strand of workshops pertaining to district-wide implementation of arts assessment 
strategies, presented by Dr. Kim Pool, Assistant Superintendent for Curriculum and Instruction for the 

Hays Consolidated Independent School District; and 

• a meeting of the CEDFA Board of Directors, which includes the executive directors or past presidents 

of the four major state arts education associations, including Denise Cochran of TDEA; and 

For those fine arts educators who were unable to attend the Fine Arts Summit, there is an agreement among 
the state’s arts education associations, including TDEA, to incorporate a special CEDFA strand of work-

shops at each of the organizations' 2009-10 conferences to replicate the 2009 Summit topics. 

You are encouraged to mark your calendars now for the 2010 Texas Fine Arts Summit XI, 

which is scheduled for Thursday-Friday, June 10-11, in Austin at the Airport Hilton Ho-
tel.  Thank you for all that you do for your students each and every day in the dance studios 
of Texas schools.  I look forward seeing you in Houston at the 2010 TDEA convention in 
January.

  There is no greater accomplishment than helping a child, this is why I teach. In August, 1978 I became the director of 

a national award winning dance/drill team, the Forest Brook Jaguarettes . In 2008 with the merger of Forest Brook and 

Smiley High Schools I was given another challenge to direct and bring together two different styles of dance and com-
